smile .… pacific  was crafted smoothly and confidently 

in 6 days with Ed's core band recording live in the studio and being 

given the freedom to make spontaneous creative contributions with 

Ed having written, planned and rehearsed the 10 songs beforehand.  

This is the first album Ed’s recorded with electric guitar and a full 

band as the basis of all the tracks since 1989's "Everybody's Got To".

The result is a great blues-influenced rock album, perhaps reaching a powerful peak in the tongue-in-cheek  "Pay Me My Money Down" which comes across as a melding of The Saints' "Erotic Neurotic" and a brawling sea shanty, that also has room for subtle instrumental colouring such as in "Here To Get My Baby From Jail" where (one Oxley Creek Playboy) Alex Compton's detuned and bowed double bass evokes the sound of ship foghorns, and Charlie Cole plays a delicate sample of his 6-year old daughter swinging a garden hose around in his backyard!  With the song "Starstruck" Ed even plays matador and waves a red rag to his more bovine critics who have accused him of being self-referential in the past, by naming the song (and featuring a loop within it) from an album of his which in turn sampled his earlier work but what's behind the red rag is the solid brick wall of a well-written, original song. 

The resulting balance between tradition and technology, spontaneity and refinement, craft and creativity already brings to mind Daniel Lanois' recordings and production work for artists like Bob Dylan - and the mixes your humble scribe has heard so far could also add Phil Spector as a reference point.

Oh, and by the way it includes the crunching demolition of Peggy Lee's "Fever" that has been a highlight of Ed's live shows!!!
